NOTICE OF RACE 
 

1. RULES  
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005-2008, 

the prescriptions of US SAILING, and by the Sailing Instructions. 
1.2 Race management is North Florida Cruising Club; race sponsor is Holland Marine; location of Sailors 
 Meeting is the Rudder Club. 
 
2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY  
2.1 Spinnaker, Non-Spinnaker, Cruiser Classes. 
2.2 All boats must have a valid FCSA 2007 PHRF rating.  A new rating can be obtained on race day.  
2.3  All boats shall have their sail numbers on the mainsail, spinnakers, and each headsail having a 

LP measurement exceeding 130% of the base of the foretriangle. 
2.4 Eligible boats may enter by completing the FCSA Standard Entry Form copy found on  

www.sailjax.com;   register at the club meeting Feb. 15th or register on race day.  Advance 
registration forms must be post marked by Feb. 13th and mailed with entry fee to:
