• Yachts will earn points for the First Coast Sailing Association Awards, as this is the third of the six 
Spring Series races. 

• All skippers of participating yachts will receive a long sleeved commemorative T-shirt.  Additional 
shirts will be available for $15 while supply lasts. 

• Nautical gift/awards will be presented three deep in Cruiser, Non-spinnaker, and Spinnaker Classes.
